· Using any body percussion, instruments, sounds you can create with household objects or electronic sounds can you add sounds effects to your poem?
· Can you control the sound to be a range of dynamics (loud and soft) ; long or short to build up any tension or atmosphere that may be needed in your poem for example build up the suspense of the Dragon’s Den?
