You are an Iron Age villager. You have only natural resources with which to build your home.

Your mission is to build a shelter for two ‘Iron Age’ Lego figures!

To be successful, your shelter must:
1. Be able to withstand a 1kg weight being placed on the roof. The two figures must remain protected;
2. Keep the figures dry. This will be judged by placing the figures on tissue paper. The tissue must remain dry when 200ml of water is poured over the top of the shelter;
3. The shelter and figures must be able to withstand a 30 second blast from an electric fan or hairdryer.
