Rock Detectives

Search in your garden or around your area and collect a few different types of rock / pebbles / stone. 

Try some of the experiments with your rocks below, don’t worry if you can’t do them all as we don’t all have magnets or vinegar around just try the ones that you can. 

1. Draw your Rock. 

2. Vinegar test – place your rock in the vinegar. Does it fizz?
3. Put your rock in water does it sink or float? 
4. Try scratching your rock with something sharp e.g. a nail ( take care to use it safely)Can you make marks on it easily? 
5. Is your rock shiny or dull? What does it look like close up? 
6. Use the power-point to decide whether your rock is igneous, metamorphic or Sedimentary.
