[bookmark: _GoBack]Chaffinch English for the next three weeks of learning will be based on a Talk 4 Writing booklet.  (We have paid the charitable donation as a school.) You can print off the booklet or read it online and work in the exercise book.  Please put a date and title if you choose this option to keep your learning organised.  

There is a booklet for each year group with more progressive challenges in the Y4 booklet; you are welcome to choose either, or both, booklet as the activities will flex with your child’s ability.  Which one are they most interested in reading and writing about -  trolls or aliens, fiction or non fiction?    

I have set out a guideline for how much to complete each day, over the course of the next three weeks.   Please use this as a guide only; make it work with the time you have available.   Some children might decide to do more each day, whilst others might have days when they are working on something else.  

Outcomes for Stone Trolls :
Stone Trolls is a fiction unit with a story based on the physical features of Iceland, which fits well with our topic on European countries.  It is quite heavily reading based and develops comprehension skills .  Through a series of grammar games, the unit ends with writing your own troll story based on features in the landscape.  

Outcomes for Amazing Aliens 
This booklet is all about non-fiction.  It starts with an information text, then a newspaper article, next you write a log and finally a persuasive advert  - all about Aliens.  It uses a variety of word games and short exercises to build up your own version of each non-fiction type over the three weeks.   


Remember to keep looking back at the original text and looking at how the author has used words and sentence structure.  The more you magpie ideas and patterns then the more your writing will improve.  Good luck with this challenge Chaffinch!

Daily spelling and Readtheory online exercises are also important for English.
