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Chaffinch English for the next two weeks will be based on a Talk 4 Writing booklet.  You can print off the booklet or read it online and work in the exercise book.  Please put a date and title if you choose this option to keep your learning organised.  Talk for Writing is the method we often use to teach English in school so the children should be familiar with the idea of learning patterns orally then writing their own ideas based on the model text.   

There is a booklet for each year group with more progressive challenges in the Y4 booklet; you are welcome to choose either, or both, booklet as the activities will flex with your child’s ability.  Which one are they most interested in reading and writing – an information text with subheadings and facts or a wishing tale with a beginning, build up, problem, solution and ending?  

I have set out a guideline for how much to complete each day, over the course of the next two weeks.   Please use this as a guide only; make it work with the time you have available.   Some children might decide to do more each day, whilst others might have days when they are working on something else.  

Outcomes for the Truth about Trolls:

The truth about Trolls is an information text.  Your challenge is to become an expert in trolls and dream up some of your own fascinating facts and incredible information so you can write your own information text.  


Outcomes for the King of the Fishes

The king of the Fishes is a wishing tale.  What would you wish for? By the end of this unit you will have written your own wishing tale and maybe published it in a book too.  


Remember to keep looking back at the original text and looking at how the author has used words and sentence structure.  The more you magpie ideas and patterns then the more your writing will improve.  Good luck with this challenge Chaffinch!
