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	The Big Lunch Schools Resources – Key Stage 1, Activity 2

	Learning objectives – organising a picnic for others – how, when, what and where

	Resources and preparation

· Invitation framework printed on A5 card (with missing key details to be filled in at the end of the lesson)
· Picnic Spots ppt

	Introduction 

· Recap what was good about the class picnic from Activity 1
· Explain to students that they will be organising another picnic but this one is not for them but their parents or another class in the school
· Give out invitation framework for students to complete and students decorate – the best decoration wins a prize

	Main

· Show pupils a picture of a possible picnic location (Picnic Spots ppt) – is this a good place for a picnic? What are the bears saying? (eg. help! I am falling!) Use the speech bubbles template, cut out and stick on the photographs
· In groups, students given a different picture of a location and asked to imagine what each bear is saying – feedback thoughts

· Read Perfect Picnic story to the class but before reaching the perfect picnic spot, the class should decide on one more unsuitable place of their own, eg. too windy, near a road, near some cows etc and draw it individually

· Read the story again with the extra part, pupils show their drawing and finish the story

· What makes a good picnic area? Where shall we have ours? Take pupils outside if appropriate 

· How can the picnic be made extra special? Students could design masks for guests, napkins, paint faces, sing a song. Each group should decide on one ‘extra’ and make it for the picnic 

	Plenary

· Recap what has been decided – fill in the invitations with the new information

	Extension – draw a picture of what the picnic will look like
