Curriculum activities week beginning 22.6.20

For the next few weeks we will be thinking about traditional tales, and in particular, the story of ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’.

All our activities in school this week will link to something from this text. Please note that we will be doing the activities marked with an asterix in school, but I will put lots of suggestions for you to have a go at that have a more general traditional tale link.

· [image: Beans sprouting in a window bag | The tiny seed, Science for kids ...]Grow a bean in a bag *(This will be completed in school) Take a bag and place a wet paper towel and a bean seed in it. Tape it to the window and watch what happens. Can you keep a record of what happens each day?


· Puppet role play * (This will be completed in school)

· Identifying different types of beans and peas * (This will be completed in school)
[image: Jack and the Beanstalk Experiments – Science Experiments for Kids]Can you identify different beans and peas? You might find pictures of them and cut out and stick onto an identification chart, or perhaps you have some in the cupboard, fridge or freezer that you could explore. Next time you go to a garden centre, you could have a look at all the types that can be planted and grown in your gardens.

· Make a harp *(This will be completed in school)







ICT  - there are plenty of 2 dos set for you on Purplemash, with links to  lots of different fairy tales.  


The following  activities can be extended however you see fit over the coming weeks – please don’t think this all needs to happen within the next 5 days…

Read as many traditional tales as you can. If you don’t have simple versions that you can manage on your own, then get your grown-ups to read some to you too. You might like to look at a huge range, or just focus on one in particular and then see if you can find different versions of it and compare them. 




Try these activities for one of your favourite tales, or more!

· Can you create a scene from a story? You might use toys, playdough, Lego or a drawing
· Make a mask of one of your favourite characters so you can get into role. Can you act out part of the story?
· Can you make some food from your story? Maybe porridge if it’s Goldilocks and the 3 bears, or some cakes for granny from Red Riding Hood. Maybe toffee apples if you’re thinking about Sleeping Beauty.
· Take one of the main characters from your tale – a lot of them are animals; can you research it and find out and many facts as possible about it?
· Most traditional tales have someone portrayed as a bad character  - can you create a wanted poster for them? E.g. the wolf, troll, witch, goldilocks
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
