22.6.20 
Have a go at the phonics activities on our class page – ‘ear’ word search and ‘ea’ phoneme spotter.  Remember to tune into the online phonics programme too if you can. Can you complete the reading comprehension too?



23.6.20
Can you find a traditional tale to read? Is it one you have read before or is it an unheard one?

Discuss the events in the tale with your grown up – what did you like/dislike?

Can you write a list of all the traditional/fairy tales that you know? In my head I’m picturing Fairy Tale Brook at Legoland as I make my list. If you’ve been lucky enough to go there then you might use it as your inspiration too!



24.6.20
Today, we’re going to be starting our work on Jack and the Beanstalk – can you familiarise yourself with the story? Watch the powerpoint on our class page if you don’t have a copy of the story. Ask a grownup to read it to you too if you do. 

We need to get to know this story really well. It doesn’t matter if you all have different versions at this point, as the work we do can be altered to fit. 

If you’re at home, can you have a go at sequencing the story? There is a print out to help you, titled ‘Jack and the Beanstalk cut out and stick story map’


25.6.20
Read the story again – what happens at the beginning? What happens in the middle? What happens at the end? Can you discuss your ideas with a grown up? 
Have a go at making some stick puppets – do they help you retell the story? 


26.6.20
Who is your favourite character? Who do you like the least? Choose one or two characters and have a go writing a little bit about them using the sheet titled, ‘Jack and the Beanstalk Character Work’
