Monday Page 2 and 4
Read the riddle on page 2. Do you think the riddle is effective? Read the text in blue and think about why we are seeing more rainbows in Spring 2020.                                                                                     Read or listen to the text. Talk about rainbows with your grown up. By working through the questions, write down your ideas, remembering to finish sentences with a full stop.
Tuesday Pages 5, 6 and 7
Read or listen to the text. Look back at your sticky notes on page 4. Think about what you have learned. Complete the sticky notes on page 7.
Wednesday Page 8
Start by re reading the glossary on page 7 to check you understand the definitions. Work through each of the mini-challenges. 
Thursday Pages 9, 10 and 11
Re read or listen to the text and then tick the items listed. For the extra reading challenge, you have the opportunity to think about something you are interested in and look for the items needed for an explanation text. Page 10 gives you the opportunity to write about what you have learned under each item. Page 11 gives you the chance to review your work.
Friday Pages 11,12 and 13
This is a writing challenge. You should choose something you know a lot about. There are some ideas at the bottom of page 11 if you are unsure. On page 12 you make your plan. You also need to think about who you are writing the information for. 
Following your plan on page 12 and the challenge sheet on page 13 you are ready to begin your writing. Revise what we do when we write by re reading the top of page 13 and think about your choice of words and phrases.
