Curriculum Activities for week beginning 11.5.20
Have a go at some/all of these activities if you want to explore butterflies in greater detail. There’s some PE, art, science and the chance to make your own butterfly fact file and garden!

Science
Have a look at the powerpoint on our class page. It will tell you about the butterfly lifecycle. Can you complete the lifecycle print out? There’s an option for year two to complete a trickier one if you want a challenge. You need to draw your own pictures and add sentences using the word bank to explain each stage. 

There is also a fact file link on our class page. There is a lot of information on there – some of you might be able to read it yourself, otherwise read it together with your grownup. Can you select 5 of the most interesting facts and write them down on the butterfly proforma. 

Art
Can you make a butterfly picture using paint? Butterflies have symmetrical patterns on their wings. If you take a piece of paper and fold it in half you can design your butterfly on just one side. Be generous with the paint and work quickly so it doesn’t dry out, then fold your paper back over and see if it’s left an identical pattern on the other side. Cut it out once it’s dry. Can you make a butterfly family? Here are some examples to inspire you. 
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PE/Dance
Have a go at dancing and moving like a butterfly.  Listen to the piece of music linked on our class page. The music used is by Georg Philipp Telemann and is called Fantasy in C. In this clip the music is played on the flute. Your child might need some help through this activity – make use of the following notes to help if needed. 
Discuss with your child what they already know about butterflies. Ask them specifically about the way they move. 
Explain that the music is going to help us move like butterflies. Ask your child for ideas about what they think the clip will be like. For example, ‘Will it be fast or slow?  Will it include loud banging sounds or will it be softer and more gentle?’.
Listen to the music clip.
Whilst developing ideas for different movements, encourage your child to incorporate the following:
Different heights (moving whilst stretched up tall and whilst crouched down).
Moving different parts of their body (for example sweeping arms high and low).
Listen to the tempo of the music and speed up and slow down with it.
To stop and visit flowers for nectar as they travel around.
