English Year 1 week commencing 4.5.20 and 11.5.20

There is a Talk 4 Writing booklet all about a pixie named Pippety.  It is called Pippety Skycap – A tale of mischief!   I have put the link to the booklet on our class page for you to print out and use for our English work. It is aimed at Year 1 children and below you will find the activities spaced out over a fortnight for the children to complete if they choose/are able to.

Please use this as a guide only; make it work with the time you have available. Some children might decide to do more each day, whilst others might have days when they are working on something else, or giving the home learning a rest!

Also please don’t forget the importance of reading, phonics, spelling and handwriting…if you can only fit these things in then it is far better to prioritise these and leave the activities below.  These are fun and the children will enjoy them I’m sure but I am also aware time may be a pressure at home so please focus on the vital skills if this is all you have time for.  I would like you all to continue your focus on the Read, Write Inc Set 3 phonics and spelling sessions available daily on You Tube.  If you search Ruth Miskin Training it will come up. Set 3 phonics is available daily from 10.30 for 24 hours and the set 3 spelling is available from 10.45 for 24 hours, Monday – Friday.  These will repeat on a cycle – that is fine, these final phonics sounds are hard and the more the children keep recapping them, the easier they will find them.


Week 1 – 4.5.20

Monday p5, p6 and p7 
Read or listen to the story.  Then have a go at filling in the notes on p.5 and have a look to see if you recognise any other stories about mischief making on p.6 of the booklet.  Can you match who said what in the activity on p.7?

Tuesday p8
Re-read or listen to the story again and then have a go at answering the comprehension questions on p.8.  Can you write a full sentence to answer each question?

Wednesday p9, p10 and p11
Have a look at the words from the story on pages 9 and 10.  Have a go at the activity that goes with them.  Then create your own ‘Watch Out’ poster on p11.  This is similar to a Wanted poster so think carefully about how to describe Pippety.

Thursday p12, p13 and p14
Read the Pippety fact file on p12 and then fill in the box and write on p.13.  On page 14 do you think you could invent your own pixie fact file using your box to help you?  I’d love to see photos of what’s in your box – you could ask your grown up to take a picture of your box along with a picture of your writing so I can be nosy and have a peek!

Friday p 10
VE Day – May Bank Holiday
Week 2 – 11.5.20


Monday p15, p16, p17, p18
First read the poem on p.15 and then use the poem to answer Pippety’s riddles on p.16.  Then on p.17 have think about what you would find in a giant’s pocket!  You can draw what you think you would find in there and on p.18 you can write about what you would find.

Tuesday p19 and p20
Read the letter on p.19 and go on a rainbow treasure hunt!  You can then write about what you found on p.20

Wednesday p21 and p22
Have a go at reading and following the instructions to make sparkly playdough on p.21.  After you have made your playdough you can describe it (adjectives) on p.22.  If you don’t have the ingredients to make playdough or your grown up is a bit too busy then have a look at other sets of instructions you might find around your home.  How about a recipe or a set of lego instructions?  You could have go at following a recipe instead of making playdough or you could make a lego set or a craft set that you have.  After you have read and followed your instructions you could then take a photo of what you have made and describe that instead.

Thursday p23, p24 and p25
Using the pixie cards can you measure your family and fill in the table on p.24?  After collecting the information can you write about what you found using the words in clouds at the top of p.25?  You should all be experts at this as we have been learning all about measuring in maths!

Friday p26, p27 and p28
Read the poem called ‘If I had Wings’ on p.26 and have fun having a go at performing it to members of your family.  You could even perform it for someone like a friend or your grandparents via skype or zoom!  Or, ask your grown up to record it and email it to me – I’d love to see them.  After performing this poem then have a try at writing your own ‘If I had Wings’ poem on p.27.  Phew!  After all this hard work have fun making your own ‘wings’ by following the link to instructions on p.28 – make a paper aeroplane.  I know how much you all loved doing this at school!
