English Year 2 week commencing 4.5.20 and 11.5.20

There is a Talk 4 Writing booklet The Elves and The Shoemaker.  I have put the link to the booklet on our class page for you to print out and use for our English work. It is aimed at Year 2 children and below you will find the activities spaced out over a fortnight for the children to complete if they choose/are able to.

Please use this as a guide only; make it work with the time you have available. Some children might decide to do more each day, whilst others might have days when they are working on something else, or giving the home learning a rest!

Also please don’t forget the importance of reading, phonics, spelling and handwriting…if you can only fit these things in then it is far better to prioritise these and leave the activities below.  These are fun and the children will enjoy them I’m sure but I am also aware time may be a pressure at home so please focus on the vital skills if this is all you have time for.  I would like you all to continue your focus on the Read, Write Inc Set 3 phonics and spelling sessions available daily on You Tube.  If you search Ruth Miskin Training it will come up. Set 3 phonics is available daily from 10.30 for 24 hours and the set 3 spelling is available from 10.45 for 24 hours, Monday – Friday.  These will repeat on a cycle – that is fine, these final phonics sounds are hard and the more the children keep recapping them, the easier they will find them.  You could also practice the list of common exception words for either Year 1 or Year 2 as well – these are words that do not follow the phonics spelling patterns.



Week 1 – 4.5.20


Monday p6
Read or listen to the story.  Then share with someone in your house.  Use the guide on p.6 to help you think about what you thought about the story.  Fill in the boxes using whole sentences to answer the questions.


Tuesday p7 and p8
Re-read or listen to the story again and then have a go at answering the comprehension questions on pages 7 and 8.  Can you write a full sentence to answer each question?  Include as much detail as you can.


Wednesday p9 and p10
Play Jas’ word game on p9 – can you match the words to their definitions?  Do you have a dictionary at home that gives you definitions for words?  If not you could find an online dictionary.  After matching the definitions see if you can sort the words into the different word types on p.10.


Thursday p11
Design your own clothes for the elves – don’t forget to label them!  Think carefully about your design and what materials you would use.


Friday

Week 2 – 11.5.20


Monday p12 and p13
Read the letter on p.12 and then pretend you are an elf and write a postcard back to the shoemaker (p.13)


Tuesday p14
Plan your own story using the story mountain as a planning guide.  Once you are happy with your plan, practice orally telling your story and then have a go at writing it.  Once you have written it you could tell your story to someone at home, or to your grandparents or a friend via skype or zoom or ask a grown up to record you and email them to me…I’d love to hear your creations!


Wednesday p15 and p16
Carry out the material investigation (p15) and then write a set of instructions for the elves on p.16.


Thursday p 17 and p18
Read the riddle on page 17 and then make up some of your own riddles (p.18).  Don’t forget to email them to me to see if I can guess what your riddle is about!


Friday
Can you write your own version of the story The Elves and The Shoemaker?  You could retell a version you know or make up a whole new story of your own!  You could create your own story mountain plan before you begin to write your story to help you with the flow and to make sure your story makes sense and is as exciting as possible!
