Topic Activities VE 75th Anniversary Celebrations Week commencing 4.5.20

It is VE day on Friday 8th May 2020 and this year marks the 75th anniversary. We thought it would be an ideal time to do a little research around this period of history and some activities that can help you celebrate this important day. Lots of people are planning on having parties in their gardens to celebrate!


· Have a look at the PowerPoint that tells you a little more about what happened in 1945. Can you discuss some of the questions with your grown-ups that are asked at the end?

· Winston Churchill was the prime minister during this time and he made a very famous speech. Have a listen to it by following the link on the class page. There’s also a transcript your parents could read to you. Can you pretend to be the prime minister and make a speech to the whole country. You might find a way of recording this on a phone using the voice memo button perhaps. 

· In WW2 the main fighter planes were called Spitfires – can you use the template to cut out and fold your own to fly through your house or garden?

· The soldiers who flew these spitfires are now at least 93 years old, assuming they enlisted at the age of 18. Lots of young boys pretended to be older to be able to go to war! War is a horrible thing but we must give thanks to those who fought in the world wars and to those who helped. Can you write a letter of thanks to a soldier using the proforma on our class page? You might have seen a lot of news coverage about Colonel Tom Moore who just turned 100. Perhaps you might write a letter of thanks to him. 


I think we’re going to celebrate with a garden party on Friday – It’s a bank holiday on the 8th so maybe you can celebrate too. The next two activities will help with your celebrations! 

· Can you use the template to make some Union Jack bunting? You could cut out and stick it along a piece of string and hang it in your garden or in the windows of your house. Maybe you have another idea to make some bunting. 
· When people celebrated 75 years ago they had huge street parties and shared food. Lots of people made scones. Have a go at following the recipe on our class page and make some delicious scones of your own.
