Curriculum Activities week commencing 27.4.20

Have a go at some (or all) of these activities through the week. If there is an accompanying link or print out it will be listed with the week’s activities.  Our focus this week is based on habitats and microhabitats.  These are places that animals and plants call their home. An animal or plant is suited to their habitat.  This means if it is cold they may have thick fur or feathers or they may be camouflaged to hide from their predators or so they can sneak up on their prey when they are hunting.  You will see lots of microhabitats (small parts of a habitat that small creatures and plants make their home) in your garden or when you go for a walk in a park or woodland.  Have fun getting out and exploring different habitats and microhabitats.  Think about what lives there, why they live there and how the habitat gives them the things they need – food and shelter for example.

Science
Look through the two powerpoints on minibeasts and what microhabitats they live in then complete the worksheet matching the minibeasts to their microhabitat.  Once you have done this try and get out in your garden or go for a walk to try and see if you can find any of these microhabitats and the minibeasts that live within them.  You could take photos to send to me! If you want to extend this lesson, then there’s a BBC Bitesize activity on woodland habitats that you can have a go at. 

Art 
Can you create your own picture of minibeasts living within their microhabitats?  I have put an idea on the class page of the school website but if you do not have these materials (paper and paint for finger printing) then you could simply draw a picture showing the minibeasts within their microhabitats.  Or how about a junk model showing a minibeast within it’s microhabitat?  I can’t wait to see pictures of your creations.

ICT
If you log onto education city I have set some activities based around habitats.  It is saved under the homework section and is called ‘habitats’.  It is sequenced and starts easier and gets gradually more tricky.  So earlier activities are aimed more at EYFS and easier KS1 and later activities at later KS1 so children (especially reception) may need more support the further they go through the activities.  I look forward to seeing how you get on!

Can you create your own microhabitat for a minibeast?  See the instructions on our class page.  I really look forward to seeing your microhabitat and finding out what creatures move in to the home you have created!

PE
Move like a minibeast!  See the cards on the class page of the website and have a go at moving around like the different minibeasts.  Play a game with a grown up or your brother or sister where they call out the action and you have to move like that creature.  Once you have perfected your actions you could have a go at putting 3-4 moves into a sequence.  A sequence is a pattern that can repeat.  Can you find some music to put your sequence to?  I would absolutely love to see some videos of your minibeast moves!
