xmal was an important Maya city, especially 600 to 900ce. It was known for its beautiful buildings and clever designs. Other Maya city’s had lots of straight lines, but Uxmal’s buildings are rounded and decorated unlike other cities.

· the legend says, it was magically built overnight
· Also explore the Nurrery Quadrilateral, which is made up of four intracell carved buildings around a humungous court yard
· Another must see is the Governor’s Palace, with the longest decorated stone wall in the Maya civilization

Caracol was the largest Maya city in what now is Belize. It was one of the most powerful strong army and a population over 100,000 people- more than Belize city today! The was strongest at 650ad and often went to war with Tikal.
